Bicycle Coalition of Greater Philadelphia: EVENT PHOTOGRAPHER REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS
Part of the Better Bike Share Partnership
Overview 
This Request for Qualifications seeks a photographer to photograph Bicycle Coalition Better Bike Share events from April-October 2015.
The Better Bike Share Partnership is a grant-funded initiative to increase access to and use of bike share in underserved communities. In Philadelphia, the Bicycle Coalition is partnering with the City of Philadelphia and Bicycle Transit Systems, the operator of the Indego bike share system, to hold a number of promotional/educational events focused on bike share in underserved communities in Philadelphia in 2015.
Project Timeline 
Application Process 
RFQ Submissions due: March 9, 2015
Finalists selected: March 11, 2015
Potential interview process if necessary – photographer selected by March 16, 2015.
Project Implementation 
Event photographer would need to be available for major bike share related events (e.g. launch in late April) and some of the Better Bike Share outreach events, including tabling, bike safety classes, bike demo days, and community bike rides.

Exact event dates would be scheduled approximately 1 month in advance, although some flexibility would be asked of the photographer with respect to scheduling.
Many events are likely to be held on evenings and weekends.

Note that the BCGP reserves the right to hire supplemental photographers as needed should the main photographer’s schedule not be able to accommodate a particular event, but the main contracted photographer would be our first choice for any event.
Responsibilities

· Contract with the Mayor’s Fund for Philadelphia
· Report to/coordinate with the Bicycle Coalition of Greater Philadelphia for the duration of the project. 
· Attend and photograph events approximately weekly with the Better Bike Share Team. Note: most of these events will be in Point Breeze, Mantua/Powelton, and Lower North Philly east of Broad Street. Some may also be in Center City.
· Submit photographs in a timely manner to the Bicycle Coalition (exact timeline to be agreed upon in contract).

Usage
The photos, once submitted to the Bicycle Coalition, would be eligible to be used by the Bicycle Coalition in online and print formats to promote and the Better Bike Share program.
Artist Eligibility 
This project is open to individual professional photographers, residing and eligible to work in the United States. Ideally, the photographer lives and works in Philadelphia.  Applicant’s work samples should demonstrate photographic skill and interest in the subject matter. It is preferred, though not necessarily required, for the photographer to be a confident urban cyclist him or herself. 

Selection Process 
Interested photographers are invited to submit the following:

· Letter of interest

· CV or resume

· Examples of your work

· 3 References

· Estimated cost for completing this work.

Selection Criteria 
Proposals will be reviewed by a Selection Panel whose members will include photography professionals as well as representatives of the Bicycle Coalition of Greater Philadelphia, among others. 

The following criteria will be used in the selection process:
Commitment to meet the project goals 

Demonstrated excellence and quality of past photographic work 

Relevance of artist’s creative interests and past work in terms of the project goals. It is important that the photographer has a plan for photographing bicyclists in motion. We want dynamic photos, not just people standing near bikes.
Ability to manage schedules, communications and budgets as evidenced by previous projects and/or supported by professional references 

Enthusiasm about and approach to project  

The selected artist will contract with the Mayor’s Fund for Philadelphia to undertake this project, although they will be supervised directly by the Bicycle Coalition of Greater Philadelphia. 

Budget

We anticipate handling invoicing on a monthly basis, and paying an hourly rate based on whichever events the photographer attended in the past month. The maximum budget that could go to this photographer from April-October is approximately $5,000. Some months may be busier than others.
